Academic Liaison:

The role of the Academic Liaison is to provide a link between the Kenya Working Group and the academic institutions with which we are affiliated.  This person serves to answer student enquiries and to provide orientation to the students regarding the values and vision of the KWG within the ICDR as well as to assist with transition to our project areas.  

The Academic Liaison sits on the executive of the KWG and works collaboratively with the universities to assist with student placements to Kenya.  An orientation manual has been developed to assist volunteers and it is the role of the Academic Liaison to ensure the contents remain up to date. This person is seen as a resource to students who often have many questions about the kind of work that we do in the field and how to best prepare for clinical placements.  Most of this communication is done through email although opportunities for meetings in person are recommended when a number of students from one area/class demonstrate interest. 

The Academic Liaison is expected to attend regularly scheduled KWG meetings (once a month) either in person or by proxy to keep the group updated on academic/student affairs.   Time commitments include attending executive meetings (approx. once every 3 months) and for executive retreats/planning sessions (once/twice per year).
